To Whom It May Concern:





The Avon Lake City School District recognizes that school populations, and children in particular, need to be protected from pests and from exposure to hazardous chemicals, including pesticides.  By employing an Integrated Pest Management (IPM) Program, the District will have a cost-effective strategy that will reduce the use of pesticides that pose a health risk to students and staff. 





The Avon Lake City School District endorses and promotes the goals of IPM:





	1.	Prevent unnecessary exposure of children and staff to chemical pesticides and provide the healthiest learning environment possible.


Promote safer alternatives to chemical pesticides while preventing economic and health damage caused by pests. 


Ensure that clear and accurate notification concerning the use of pesticides is given so that measures may be taken to prevent and address pest problems effectively without endangering children or adults.


Use IPM’s techniques to reduce the need for reliance on chemical pesticides. 


If pesticides are used, the least-hazardous pesticides will be considered only as a last resort.  





The Avon Lake City School District is proud of its efforts in implementing the comprehensive Integrated Pest Management Program; and pledges to maintain its program and modify the program as new, safer, more effective strategies are developed.
